Character Types:

Protagonist – the main character in the story with whom the reader is meant to identify (not necessarily the “good” character)
Antagonist – the person OR thing that causes the conflict (not necessarily bad or evil)

Dynamic (round) character – the person who makes a BIG change in personality or attitude throughout the story
Static (flat) character – the person who does not change; stays pretty much the same throughout the story
